Secure your email…..!
Unsecured emails are like postcards and can be read by everyone. If you want to send me secured email either:

1. Include your digital S/MIME signature in your first email to correspond by the S/MIME protocol.

Hint: Comodo (http://secure-email.comodo.com/) provides a program (SecureEmail) to download and install email certificates to automate this process. Alternatively, you can install a free email certificate yourself from this site (http://www.comodo.com/home/internet-security/free-email-certificate.php).
OR

2. Email me to exchange public keys if you prefer to use an OpenPGP protocol.

Hint: OpenPGP can be easily automated into your email if you use the email client Thunderbird, attach the plug-in called Enigmail, and the install OpenPGP (http://www.gnupg.org/).

If you find this all too complicated then just send me an ordinary email.
